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  RULES FOR INDIVIDUAL COMPETITIONS

The saunders cup and the pairs competition are to be played by arrangement. The home player(s) are to contact the away player(s) by the contact date published with each draw. They must offer them 3 different days and dates on which to play the match. If no contact is made by the stated date the away player(s) should contact the home player(s) and offer them 1 date on which to play, and also assume home advantage. All matches MUST be played by the specified date. If the away player(s) will not play on any of the 3 dates offered to them, then the home player(s) can claim the match. Equally if the contact date was passed and the home player(s) will not play on the date offered them, then the away player(s) can claim the match.

If any problems arise in arranging these matches please contact the match secretary as soon as possible.

The pairs competition is handicapped, division 1 players play from scratch, division 2 players from 7, and division 3 players from 14.

The billiards individual is played on the set Wednesdays on the fixture card.
